Expectations and General Information:

1) Academic Integrity - You are responsible for what you achieve in this class; therefore neither cheating nor plagiarism will be tolerated.  Any material taken from another work must be documented, and in no case should one represent another’s work as one’s own, this includes information received from others during examinations or submitting another’s assignments, papers, etc. as one’s own.  Students involved in collaborative research, to avoid questions of plagiarism, should exercise extreme caution.  If in doubt, students should check with the major professor.  In addition to the other possible disciplinary sanctions which may be imposed through the regular institutional procedures as a result of academic misconduct, the instructor has the authority to assign an “F” or a zero for the exercise or examination, or to assign an “F” in the course. Plagiarism will result in a grade of “F” in the course and possible other sanctions as imposed by the Department, College, or School.

2) Classroom conduct – The instructor has the primary responsibility for control over classroom behavior and maintenance of academic integrity, and can order temporary removal or exclusion from the classroom of any student engaged in disruptive conduct or conduct in violation of the general rules and regulations of the institution. . Be aware that it is against institutional policy to have visitors, especially children, accompany students to class.

3) Official Course Enrollment - Students who are not on the official class roll may not remain in class. The project should focus on some current problem in the candidate’s area of specialization. Typically this is a research paper, literature review, annotated bibliography, or similar scholarly product. The purpose of this course is to allow advanced students to explore in depth some topic or problem area that promotes knowledge and understanding in the area of research interest of the individual doctoral candidate.

The student is responsible for proposing a topic or topics of interest for approval by the instructor. A contract specifying the finished project will then be drawn up and agreed upon by both parties. 

Completion of the contracted project will constitute completion of the requirements for this 

course.

Course Project is due no later than Wednesday November 28th 2012

Late submission of assignments will not be accepted. The instructor does retain the right to extend deadlines on projects, but no work will be accepted after the final class meeting.

Grading System
Projects will be evaluated by the instructor and/or other supervising faculty based on the nature and scope of the project. Grades will be awarded as A, B, C, D, or F. “I” grades are rarely given and only  when unusual circumstances warrant and by prior arrangement with the instructor.
